"Inall of the above four cat-
egories of cases, the CGST field
formation concerned should
also collect details regarding
the prevalent trade practices
and natureof transactions car-
ried out from the stakeholders,"
said the CBIC guidelines.

FE had reported earlier that
the CBIC has directed officials
in DGGI to follow a “bottom-
up”approach while investigat-
